Committee will be sitting down with representatives of the 
Province during the week of February 22 to resume 
negotiations for a renewed collective agreement.

The parties commenced collective bargaining in mid-January 
to explore the possibility of reaching a tentative settlement 
in an expedited format. Your Bargaining Committee tabled 
a focused package of proposals reflecting members’ key 
priorities and the unique value that professionals bring to the 
public service. 

Your Bargaining Committee will continue to pursue our key priorities as we resume negotiations.  

The committee is keeping abreast of recent developments in public sector bargaining in B.C. (more 
information on recent settlements can be found at http://www.pea.org/recent_union_agreements).

It is both unusual and unfortunate that negotiations are also taking place during a period of workforce 
adjustment. Sixteen professionals in the Ministry of Forests and Range are currently impacted and 
the PEA is working to ensure their rights are protected through the workforce adjustment process.

We will continue to keep members informed about the status of collective bargaining through regular 
bulletins.
